To ensure apprentice’s success in all training tracks, following courses are “required electives:”

• Math (in addition to Algebra I and Geometry  -- normally taken 9th/10th grades)
ü Algebra II
ü Algebra III or Pre-Calculus or Technical Mathematics

• Science (in addition to, or part of, normal science load):
ü Principles of Technology I
ü Principles of Technology II
ü Chemistry (Prior to Glass Manufacturing Course, Spring Semester, 12th Grade)

Glass Manufacturing Course:  This 27-module course details the practical application of the theories
relevant to glass manufacturing.  It covers nearly every aspect of Glass Manufacture – raw
materials/composition, batch mixing, melting, refining, forming, annealing, and cutting.  An intense
course , it will unfortunately not count towards credit requirements for a High School Diploma.

Approximately one week prior to the start of the school year, apprentices will take a Pilkington Sponsored
class (40 classroom hours) covering:
• Company Policies,
• Safety Regulations,
• Environmental Regulations
